Our
desire is that the whole church may join in since there is now no reason as we join
it from our homes. Please pray for Manases who has been leading this month it to
be of encouragement to the brethren as we consider the last Psalms before moving
to Lamentations.

George Mwanijisi covets your prayers regarding the church at Boyani, that
the land issue will be quickly resolved so that they can embark on the construction
of the church. Heis also needy with his two sons who are in college in need of fees.

We learnt that
three of the pastors died in a road crush at the end of June as they were travelling
for another funeral. Please pray for them and especially that the Lord may use this
tragic providence to draw these churches to a biblical understanding of God’s Word.
